* Fold the triangle by half horizontally. Unfold the triangle; you
now have a center fold line.

* From the center point of the fold at the base of the triangle,,
fold upwards on either side, so that it looks like the picture.

* Now turn the tulip on its back and make small folds on the
edges, so that the folds are not visible when you turn the
tulip back up front. The tulip head is now ready.

* You can now make another tulip flower with a different
